At the next city council meeting the room was very full. Newspaper re-
porters and radio crews joined many residents to discuss a very volatile city
issue. Right after this issue was discussed, we made our request. Many, not
only in the room but also over the radio, heard the presentation about Hope
International. The city council approved our request unanimously!

The next week, the city administrator called and said the signs would be
put up that day. And they were! The following week, I was shocked to read in
the paper that the city administrator had resigned! Surely he had stayed in
his position “for such a time as this” in order to facilitate the Hope Interna-
tional signs being placed in downtown Knoxville.
